It was from Liberation magazine—I can’t even remember whether anyone ever got permission to use it, to be honest with you.

Don
We couldn’t find the author, or the artist. So no one ever objected.

Bonnie
Today we’d be sued for that.

Don
I remember we had a discussion about it, are we going to get sued?

Bonnie
Here are all these people alone—break down the things that divide us, and they’re sitting in solidarity together. So this, to us, this was the story.

Don
That was the story. It’s an illustration of the story on the cover, and Bonnie saw it and said, “that’s it, we go with it.” But we couldn’t get permission.

Bonnie
